                        Responding to Large Scale Events

Traumatic events occur on a regular basis throughout our lives. Some make their presence known to us personally, while others remain nothing more than a horrifying 90 second film clip on the evening news. Aside from the obvious pull on our humanitarian heart strings, these larger scale events seldom impact our personal lives.

However in electing to pursue the field of Critical Incident Stress Management, not as an observer, but as a participant, all of the students will be escorted to the next level of the CISM education; “Responding to Large Scale Events”. 

In the Level 2 program Bill Tibbo will tap his 20 years of experience in the mental health field and over 15 years in the areas of critical incident and disaster management, as he rolls out this challenging curriculum. Over a 2 day period all participants will be reacquainted with the fundamentals of critical incident stress response services, as well as the impact on the victims. From this brief retrospective visit, the program will plow forward into the world of large scale events. Students will explore the types of incidents that bring schools, businesses, small and large communities, and countries to their knees. They will become familiar with the nature of a human tragedy that emotional cripples some and paralysis most. 
Finally in a series of planning exercises this team will be presented with mock events of a larger scale, and be expected to plan and prepare for full team, full service, domestic and international interventions. The Preparation, the Planning and the Engagement of these mock responses, will be followed by complete debriefings conducted by the program participants.
