Program Description

The affect and impact of a workplace tragedy can stay with the family for a lifetime. People will talk about remembering the exact words they heard when they were notified of the workplace fatality. In less than one minute they receive news that will alter their lives. Individuals and families suddenly will be faced with a number of changes in their financial situation, their relationships with their family, friends and their community. This transition may have a long term emotional impact. 

· The greater the impact from their loss, the longer it may take to recover.  As a result of this tragedy families may experience:
- Stress related health problems
- Substance/alcohol abuse,

· - Marital problems/breakdown,

· - Psychiatric problems/concerns,
- Productivity issues,
- Family issues
- Suicide,
- Significant changes in income, and 

· - Anger and blaming issues


While the process of Death Notification may appear very daunting, there are several ways in which we can assist the family through this very difficult transition and change. Death Notification (DN) is more than notifying family and friends. 

In this 2 day intensive interactive training, participants will become acquainted with and develop a working knowledge of several key elements in our process.

· Understand that Death Notification is a process versus an event.

· Recognize that the family and friends will require a range of support services

· We employ CISM skill s to begin the healing process

· There are several people and roles in this process.

· While there may be an immediate crisis, there are way to reduce the long term affects

· The company and the executive/management team have to contribute

· While the family and close friends are a t the epicentre of the tragedy, it will have and affect throughout the organization and mining community.
